	From the “rich” perspective, the speaker’s arguments make sense. For example, it is not rational to eat 12-14 year olds because they know what is going on; however, it is rational to eat babies because it will stop them from suffering and dying later (like the 12-14 year olds).

	The speaker is “kind” to the12-14 year olds because he is not so cruel to as kill them. Likewise, he is “kind” to the poor babies for putting them out of their misery and to the mothers for helping them earn money by selling their babies so they don’t have to beg.

	The speaker uses sophisticated language to prove his proposal will benefit everyone. Also, he is always right. He presents his arguments so logically that the reader cannot argue with him. His proposal makes absolute sense from the “rich” perspective.


IV. SWIFT’S perspective is the exact opposite of the speakers. He believes the rich, like the speaker, believes that they are rational, logical, intelligent, kind, considerate, righteous, and urbane WHEN IN REALITY he wants the rich to see how they are acting irrationally, illogically, unintelligently, unkind, inconsiderate, self-righteous, and corrupt.
