Research Annotation Instructions and Goals
Definition of a quote: Any words in a source that are not your words. You will “quote” these as text evidence in your research paper and use them as the basis for your claims and overall thesis.
**A quote does not have to be “in quotation marks” in the research paper, but it MUST “be in quotation marks” in your research paper.**
Goal: While annotating your research, you are beginning the writing process. Therefore, you want to choose specific pieces of text from your research to analyze in annotations. Choose 
· At least two quotes from each source
· Of these minimum 12 quotes, you should have at least
· 9-10 quotes that support the same concept regarding your topic.
· 2-3 quotes that support the opposing concept regarding your topic.
· Example: If I am looking for quotes that support putting an end to the death penalty, then I should also find 2-3 quotes that support keeping the death penalty.
Goal: Be open! As you read your research, you might change your mind. It is ok to switch sides or gain a different or more focused perspective.  Your research might lead you somewhere you did not plan to go.
Goal: You will use these to form your thesis. Make sure you are choosing quotes that you can use as text evidence in your paper. Don’t choose random quotes. Be purposeful, thoughtful, and careful when reading your research. You can always annotate more quotes that you will actually use.
Instructions for Annotations
1. Label each source document with the number it is saved as near the title so you stay organized (Example: Source 1, Source 2, Source 3, Source 4, Source 5, Interview)
2. Turn all the text of each source red.
3. Find a quote you want to use in a source.
4. Copy the quote into the appropriate box on the Hr_FirstName_Annotations
5. Either choose all of your quotes from each source first or Complete each box before finding the next quote. The process is yours. You can create or copy and paste additional boxes as necessary.
