· Ask Mrs. Cooper or Ms. Guzzetta specific questions after using all resources.

· Start with an attention getter.

· Build your reader’s interest by describing the history, urgency, and relevance of the problem.
· End with your thesis statement.

	Use the RATE format to focus your writing:
· Use your CONCLUSION from your OUTLINE as your topic sentence (restate and answer).

· Use the QUOTE from your OUTLINE as the text evidence.

· Explain what the quote means.

· Explain how your quote proves the conclusion.

· Explain how the conclsion proves the thesis.

· USE THE QUOTE AND TEXT REFERENCE PROCEDURES on the webiste to properly structure and cite your evidence.

· REPEAT THIS FOR All SEVEN (7) CONCLUSIONS (REGULAR NUMBERS ON YOUR OURTLINE ALONG WITH THE SMALL LETTERS FOR EVIDENCE.)

· You will end up with 7 body paragraphs.

· IGNORE THIS PAPER.

· Say “I don’t get it.”

	· Leave the reader with a clear understanding of the significance of your research.
· Review the important points you have made and draw a final conclusion.

· Leave your reader with a new, fresh perspective on your thesis.

· Your reader should be completely convinced that your thesis is true and ready to make the changes you suggest.
