Movie Making Guide
When drafting your script, story, or poem
1. Think about how you want the movie to look and sound to achieve your purpose.

2. Define these “looks” and “sounds” in your draft so that others can perform with purpose.

a. Scripts: include stage directions, actors’ positions, tone, emotion, precise and purposeful dialogue, and scene and setting descriptions

b. Stories: use vivid and purposeful imagery and other figurative language, dialogue, and vary sentence and paragraph length 

c. Poems: use vivid and purposeful imagery and other figurative language, dialogue, and purposeful punctuation, line, and stanza length

When using still pictures into your movie **See the movie page of my website!**
1. Read your script and bracket off small pieces of text that will be seen as a still picture in the movie. Put the file name by the pieces of text.
2. If you are not using still pictures for the whole movie, choose places that have symbolic meaning and/or would be difficult to film. EX: Instead of filming a riot, choose one or more still pictures to use with video and sound effects to symbolize chaos.

3. For each piece of text, decide whether you want to stage a still picture or find one from www.flickr.com/creative commons. 

4. Staged pictures (ones you set up and take) do not require copyright info.

5. Pictures from flickr DO REQUIRE COPYRIGHT INFO. Use the CHART to organize pics and info. Use PAINT to add the copyright info to the picture properly. 
6. NAME YOUR FILES LOGICALLY OR SEQUENTIALLY!

7. Import pics into movie maker.

8. Drag and drop in the STORYBOARD (Text should say Show Timeline)

9. Import your narrations. (See Audio files for help)

10. Click “Show Timeline”

11. Drag and drop one narration/audio file in at a time. 

12. Use the red arrows to adjust pictures to match the audio.

13. Save frequently!!!
14. When done, render as a MOVIE (.wmv)

When using video with sound in the video in your movie:
1. If you cannot import or see or hear your video files in Movie Maker, use any video converter to convert files to .wmv files. (Choose .wmv from preset output options).

2. Import .wmv video files in to movie maker

3. Drag them into the story board.

4. Click “Show Timeline” to watch the movie. 

5. To split video, click on the time that you want to separate, then click clip, then split. This will split the video into two pieces. If you want to cut a clip in the middle of the video, you must split twice.

When using video with separate audio narration in your movie:

Follow the same steps as the still pictures but with video.
Audio Files

1. Record on your phone, in audacity, or directly into movie maker.

2. If files will not import, use Any Video Converter to convert file to an .mp3 (use the preset output option).

3. Import files

4. Click “Show Timeline”

5. Drag audio files in to the audio track section.

6. Adjust pictures or video to match the audio.
