Peer Review: 
Read your paper out loud to your partner. Correct grammar and spelling as you read out loud. 
As OR after you read your paper out loud, you and your partner will discuss and mark the following ON YOUR DRAFT.

1. Rate the introduction on a scale of 1-5. Mark what works best (attention getter, clarity, significant and relevant history and/or urgency, organization, etc.) or what needs to be changed or added, depending on the score.
2. Rate the thesis on a scale of 1-5. Look for a clear, accurate, relevant, precise, and significant thesis that effectively establishes what the writer will prove.
3. Put a check by the best body paragraph. Discuss and label the best parts of the paragraph. Look for clear, accurate, relevant, precise, significant and in-depth writing that shows what the quote means and explains its significance and relevance to the paragraph and the thesis. Also look for plagiarism, quote and text reference procedures, and transitions.  
4. Put an x by the worst body paragraph. Discuss and label the weak areas. Use the same criteria listed in #3. 
5. With your partner, in your best and worst paragraphs, circle diction. Is it appropriate? Do these words set a serious tone? Put a line through unnecessary words in these paragraphs only, including 1st and 2nd person pronouns (I, you, we, us, etc.). Also look for words like “basically,” “it’s like it’s saying,” etc. Put “Diction” somewhere on your paper and rate it from 1-5.

6. Underline the strongest transition between paragraphs. With your partner, place asterisks by places that need better transitions (words, phrases, or recurring images), either within sentences, paragraphs, or between paragraphs. Write “Flow” somewhere and rate the flow of the paper on a scale of 1-5. 

7. Rate the conclusion on a scale of 1-5. Label what works best (fresh perspective recommendation, new insight) or what needs to be changed (only a restatement of the thesis) or added, depending on the score.

8. Write “Organization” somewhere on your paper. Discuss the flow of ideas in your paper with your partner. If there is choppiness in the ideas (not the transitions), write Revisit Outline there, and rate the organization from 1-5.

9. Write “Persuasion” somewhere on your paper. Your partner alone will rate this on a scale of 0 to 5, with 0 meaning not convinced at all and 5 meaning, “I’m ready to take action on your thesis!”

10. If your partner has any other comments, discuss them and take notes under the heading “Other.”
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
