Quote (and Paraphrase) Procedures

DO NOT throw a quote in your writing without introducing it.  

DO introduce a quote using an introductory phrase including, but not limited to:

· According to Author, “Quote.”

· The article, “Article Title” states, “Quote.”

· Research shows, “Quote” (Author or “Title”).

· For example, in the article “Article Title,” Author states, “Quote.”

· Author, an expert in this field, agrees in his article, “Article Title,” “Quote.”

· As illustrated in “Article Title,” Author states, “Quote.”

· Experts support this point: “Quote” (Author or “Title”).

· Experts agree that paraphrase (Author or “Title”).

· Research shows that paraphrase (Author or “Title”).

· A study yielded results that paraphrase (Author or “Title”).

DO NOT expect your reader to agree with your choice of quote.  

DO analyze the meaning of your quote to demonstrate its connection with your point.  YOU MUST SHOW THAT YOU KNOW WHAT THE QUOTE MEANS.

· This demonstrates…

· Author shows…

· This supports…

· This means…

· This illustrates…

· By stating, “phrase,” the author illustrates, demonstrates, supports, etc…

DO NOT expect your reader to make the connection between your point and your quote.

DO clearly explain the connection to your reader by proving your point by connecting what you know, think and feel about your conclusion to the quote and its analysis (use these independently or together in your explanation):

· Because…

· Therefore…

· However…

· This causes…

· Since…

· The relationship between…
Text Reference Procedures

DO NOT PLAGIARIZE!  When you quote or paraphrase someone else’s ideas, thoughts, or words, you MUST give credit to that person.  

DO give credit by properly employing text references, or IN-TEXT CITATIONS.


HINT: Your in-text citation is correct if the credit in the sentence or the parentheses matches the first part of the entry on your Works Cited sheet.  For example, if the author’s last name is the first part of the entry, then you must use the author’s last name either in the sentence itself or in parentheses at the end of the sentence with the period after the closed parentheses.

If the piece has an author, use these examples
· According to Author, “Quote.”

If the piece does not have an author, use the whole or a partial title* as in these examples
*A partial title is the first two to three words of long or complex titles.

· According to “Whole Article Title,” “Quote.”

· For example, the article “Whole Article Title,” states “Quote.”

· Experts agree in the article, “Whole Article Title,” by asserting, “Quote.”
