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Begin your introduction here with an attention getter (interesting fact).  Avoid using first (I, we, my) and second person (you, you see, you know) in your paper. Avoid using any contractions (don’t, isn’t, can’t). Copy the information from your detailed outline into this page.  Make your facts into sentences and divide your paper into paragraphs. You may include information about the history of the topic, laws passed concerning the topic, or general information in the introduction.   Always include a citation for any information that you found (Sampson 7).

Admittedly, some individuals would argue that stem cell research does not benefit society. For example, blah blah blah (Stem Cells Today). Additionally, yada, yada, yada (Parker 21-22). This paragraph should begin with a transition and quickly address the counterargument (the position on the issue that is opposite of yours). If you use a source, be sure to include the MLA citation (Brown 7).  If you used a web page, your source will simply have the author’s last name or the title of the web page without a page number (Sampson). You must put the period after the citation (Wikipedia). This paragraph should end with your thesis stating your three big ideas.  However, stem cell research benefits American society because it provides a solution to medical dilemmas, creates a cure for deadly diseases, and increases the life span of human beings.

Initially, stem cell research should be legalized because it provides a solution to medical dilemmas. For instance, yada yada yada (Pecos 17).  Likewise, this paragraph should discuss you first main point for your position(the first idea in your thesis!). This paper has a header although your computer may not show it.  Click on “View” and choose header/footer. Obviously these paragraphs will be much longer.


Furthermore, stem cell research benefits American society because it creates a cure for deadly diseases. To illustrate, blah blah blah (Research Today).  In addition, yada yada yada (Wilson 2). This 3rd body paragraph should discuss your second main point (stronger than first).  Be sure to explain and elaborate on the facts that you provide in each paragraph.


Ultimately, stem cell research is beneficial because it increases the life span of individuals.  In particular, …..(King 21).  Moreover….(Watson 98). Your 4th body paragraph will discuss your third main point (strongest). Remember to keep an appropriate and formal tone for your research paper.


In conclusion, ……Your conclusion will restate your thesis and leave your reader with a profound thought.  Consider the impact your issue will have on society. Add any shocking statistics or interesting information that you found. Once you finish your paper, hit enter until you come to a new page to begin your Works Cited. Follow this down to page three. Remember that if a Works Cited entry runs over a line, the following line is indented.  Remember to alphabetize your sources by the first word of each entry. This is a made-up paper.  All of my sources used in the paper with parenthetical citations should appear in the Work Cited.  Additionally, all of the sources listed in my Work Cited must appear at least once in my paper.
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
